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Directions to 152 Washington Street
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From the North:

Follow 9W south into the City of Newburgh. Past the intersection with 1-84, turn Left onto North
Street/Marine Drive (Sunoco Station). Follow North Plank Rd to Washington Street (first stop sign).
Turn right onto Washington St. Go through the first light and past Liberty Street and Federal Street.

152 Washington is up the street on your right.

From the 1-84/Newburgh Beacon Bridge:
Take exit 10s to light off ramp and make right. Make another right at the intersection of the Alexis

Diner and 9w. Follow directions above.

From I-87/17K:

Take exit 17 - Newburgh. Continue east on 17K/Broadway through downtown Newburgh. Turn right
onto William Street (this is a “crooked” intersection where Dubois St. turns left with a sign to the hospi-
tal). Take the second left onto Washington Street. Continue straight, and 152 Washington will be ahead

on your left
